Youth Program Participant Behavior Standards  
(Rules & Regulations)
For Year June 2011 through May 2012
The following Participant Behavior Standard has been prepared to help your child experience a successful and enjoyable time at our Youth Programs. Please take the time to read this carefully and go over it with your child. 

Participant Responsibilities:

· Participants shall be courteous and respectful of adults, staff and fellow participants.

· Participants shall obey rules of the facility.

· Participants shall show respect for city, school district property, and the personal property of others. 

Education Code 48909: California state law makes parents fully responsible for losses and damage to school and city property by students.

Fees, Fines and Assessments: Fees, Fines, etc., are payable by check or cash. Checks should be made payable to “The City of Foster City.” There will be a fee charged for returned checks in the amount of the bank’s charge to the City. 
Enforcement of Facility Rules: Facility Rules will be enforced at all times, including, but not limited to: while at the VIBE, the Recreation Center, the Community Center, Skate Park, school facilities utilized by Parks and Recreation Department, or while going to or from a city-sponsored activity. 

Suspension: All participants are expected to observe accepted standards of our society. There is good cause to suspend participants who exhibit continued and willful disobedience.  (Please refer to “Participant Behavior Standards”)
Administrative Suspension: Discipline during Youth Programs will be administered with firmness, fairness and consistency. We realize that the parent has a great responsibility in the area of discipline. We feel it is important for The City of Foster City and the parents to work together towards this goal. 
Participant Behavior: If a participant becomes aware of any potentially dangerous and/or illegal situations regarding weapons, drugs, alcohol, fights, property damage, theft, etc. or has information regarding such, he/she is requested to report it to a staff member. 
The following list of general rules to guide participant behavior during Foster City Youth Programs. The list is not to be considered all-inclusive. Parents should promote cooperation and agreement between the home and Youth Programs in an attempt to develop citizenship and high standards of behavior in our youths. 

Violence: Foster City Parks and Recreation Summer Camp Programs have adopted the zero tolerance policy for weapons and drug use/illegal substances set forth by the San Mateo/Foster City School District. 

*Physical or verbal threats of violence in our programs will not be taken lightly! The Foster City Parks and Recreation Department Youth and Teen programs have ZERO TOLERANCE for violent, physical and/or verbal outbursts. In the event that a child display violence, whether physical or verbal towards program participants, themselves, or staff the child will be immediately expelled form city programs.

In the event of an expulsion, a mandatory Parent/Coordinator conference must be scheduled. The City of Foster City Police Department may be contacted and all applicable state and federal laws will be enforced. A child suspended from Youth and Teen Programs for violent/threatening behavior will not be allowed to return to camp without prior approval from the Youth or Teen Programming Coordinator.
Defiance, Refusal to Obey Authority: Participants are expected to follow the instructions of Parks and Recreation Department Staff. If a participant disobeys any City of Foster City employee either by action or word, he/she will be considered defiant. Severe defiance will result in suspension. 

Electronics: Cell phones, iPods, Nintendo Ds, Playstations etc., are not allowed at camp and will be confiscated. Parents/Guardians may pick items up at the end of the day. The City of Foster City and Staff is not responsible for lost or stolen items.
Participation: Child must participate in a game or activity for ten (10) minutes before opting to “sit out.”
Program Boundaries: Child must stay within designated boundaries set by a camp counselor at all times. Running away may result in a phone call to the Foster City Police Department for the safety of the child and other participants. 

Dress: Participants are expected to dress appropriately for camp activities including neatness and cleanliness, and personal hygiene. 

Harassment, Sexual or Hate Crimes: It is not permissible to harass others while participating in a City of Foster City program. Behavior will result in suspension and or expulsion.  The Foster City Police Department will be notified and all applicable state and federal laws will be enforced. 

Swearing, Profanity: Participants are not to use profanity or vulgar language. Swearing will not be tolerated. Participants will be counseled to be aware of their language. The circumstances will determine if more severe consequences are needed. Final decisions on what appropriate language is shall be determined by Recreation Staff.  

Theft: Participants have the responsibility of taking care of their own possessions. Make sure that bicycles are locked. Money should be kept in a safe place at all times. Theft is a serious violation of the law and will be dealt with severely. Participants are discouraged from bringing large amounts of money or valuable items to city programs. 
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
