removed as an exception to title to the Property.

2. Improvements; T.andscaping. Owner shall keep the Emergency and Utility
Vehicle Easement Area, Storm Drain Easement Area and the Water Line Easement Area
(collectively, the "Easement Areas™) open and free from any new buildings or permanent
structures of any kind. Owner may at its expense install landscaping (including, in the case of
the Emergency and Utility Vehicle Easement Area, turf block); provided, however, Owner shall
not install any landscaping, including any trees whose mature growth exceeds five feet (5") in
height, which could potentially interfere with City and EMID's exercise of their easement rights
provided for herein.
